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INTERPRETING VISUAL IMAGES – A QUICK GUIDE

Why use images?
· Images can reinforce learning experiences and provide richer evidence

· They enable those with different levels of ability to communicate their learning experiences to others
However

· Images are difficult to interpret so try not to use them in isolation

Things to help you
· Find out the context for the image - talk to the child or adult who made the drawing or image – this will stimulate them to discuss their learning and help you in your judgement. Talk to the teacher concerned to find out what the lesson objectives were as this will help you see what the child drawing was responding to.

· Look for written comments
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Look at the detail - it shows how the child understood being an archaeologist was the discovery of objects such as the “schull”
