STUDENT QUESTIONNAIRES

Context
This form was developed to use for two evaluations of national educational programmes in museums

· Renaissance in the Regions

· Strategic Commissioning National/Regional Museum Education Partnerships

The questionnaire was designed to:

· Be completed quickly after a school visit to a museum

· Work for school students in all age groups

· To find evidence of learning outcomes on a large-scale by using closed questions structured around the GLOs

The forms used for the evaluation were developed after an intensive piloting process.  The original form was piloted in four museums and then adapted extensively. We found that 

· One questionnaire was not suitable to cover all age ranges of student – younger children were having difficulty understanding the questions.   

· Questionnaires are not suitable for very young children or for children who had not developed literacy skills to a certain level (e.g. special schools).

Tips

· Use separate questionnaires for different age students 

· Use fewer questions for younger groups and a space for the student to write or draw 

· Ensure questions are written with the age group in mind

· Test (or pilot) your questionnaire with the age range it is written for to see if it works before you produce lots of them 

· Present the questionnaires on good quality paper and make the design appealing 

· Inform the teacher in advance of the visit about the questionnaire 

· Copy enough questionnaires for each group 

· Design a separate teacher’s questionnaire which can be completed simultaneously

· Allow 5-10 minutes to complete at the end of a visit 

· Provide a quiet space and plenty of pens or pencils

· Invite the students to work together if they like but they need to complete individual forms

· If possible ensure the questionnaires are completed onsite – If the teachers take them away  they are less likely to send them back
